For so long as the total number of flights that may be operated between London1 
(United Kingdom) and Kiev (Ukraine) by qualifying carriers in any one calendar week 
is limited to 12 flights in each direction, the number of services that may be operated 

by British Airways Plc on this route is limited to 7 flights per calendar week in each 
direction.
